QUALITY ASSURANCE

A.

Installer must be licensed by Nawkaw to apply lithium stain products and to offer accompanying warranties.
B. 
If a color of finish, or a surface is not specifically mentioned, Architect will select from standard colors and finishes available.

C. 
Do not stain prefinished items, concealed surfaces, finished metal surfaces, operating parts, and labels unless indicated.

Store products in manufacturer's unopened packaging until ready for installation.  Wherever possible, store materials in a secure, indoor facility.

Keep products away from sparks or open flame.

C. 
Keep all water based materials from freezing.

D. 
Store and dispose of hazardous materials, and materials contaminated by hazardous materials, in accordance with requirements of local authorities having jurisdiction.

Products have a shelf life of 6 months if kept in factory sealed contained.

Inherently a low tack surface, resisting dirt penetration, due to the inorganic make up.  Treated surface is very hard which would increase dirt pickup resistance.

Photo-catalytic degrading agents can be used with Nawkaw Li-THX (optional). Photo-catalytic degradation agents are not commonly used in organic based paints, even though they have been effective in reducing dirt pickup, they can potentially degrade the latex binder as well, reducing the life of the coating.

PART  3   EXECUTION

3.1  
EXAMINATION

A. 
Do not begin installation until substrates have been properly prepared.

B. 
Verify that surfaces to receive Work are structurally sound and fully intact.

C. 
Verify that new masonry has cured at least twenty-one (21) days prior to starting Work.

D. 
Verify that surfaces to receive Work have a neutral pH.

E. 
If substrate preparation is the responsibility of another installer, notify Architect of unsatisfactory preparation before proceeding.

3.2  
PREPARATION

A.
Clean surfaces thoroughly prior to installation.  Allow surfaces to dry completely before applying coating.
B.
Verify that walls, masonry, concrete, stucco, block - split faced/fluted and mortar that have been treated with any form of chemical/acid wash are neutralized.

C.
Verify that masonry, concrete, stucco, block - split faced/fluted and mortar units in existing building are structurally sound and fully intact.  

D.
Before application ascertain that the masonry walls have a neutral ph level or all warranties are void.

E.
Alkali or efflorescence should be treated with proper neutralizing compounds as recommended by masonry supplier before application can begin. 
F.
Where present, treat alkali or efflorescence with a neutralizing agent recommended for the surface.

3.3  
INSTALLATION

A. 
The Nawkaw Lithium Products can be applied using an airless spray pump which would help to control airborne particles or overspray but may not eliminate it.  If site conditions prohibit this application then apply by hand; utilizing brushes and rollers depending upon project scope and substrate.

B. 
Do not proceed with Work when ambient temperatures are less than 25 F (4 C) or greater than 110 F (43 C).

C. 
Verify color uniformity twelve (36) hours after application.  Recoat areas where blotches, blemishes or imperfections are present.

3.4  
PROTECTION

A. 
Protect installed products until completion of project.

B. 
Protect shrubs, metal, wood trim, glass, asphalt, and other building hardware from overspray during application.

C. 
Touch-up, repair or replace damaged products before Substantial Completion.
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
