1.01 SECTION INCLUDES

Products and procedures for restoring masonry exteriors.
1.02 NOT USED

1.03 DESIGN REQUIREMENTS
All exterior brick masonry and pre-cast concrete to be cleaned, repaired, stained, and a water repellant applied.

1.04 SUBMITTALS
A. See section 01300- Administrative Requirements, for submittal procedures.

B. Product Data: Submit manufacturer's technical data for each product indicated including recommendations
for their application and use. Include test reports
and certifications substantiating that products comply with requirements.

C. Pre-cast Concrete Testing: Employ an accredited engineer to evaluate the cause and the extent of any damage
as well as determine the conditions of the connections.

1.05 QUALITY ASSURANCE
A. Cleaning Contractor Qualifications: Company to have been cleaning existing masonry for not less than 5
years.

B. Stain Manufacturer Qualifications: Company specializing in manufacturing products specified in this section,
with not less than 5 years of documented experience.

C. Installer Qualifications: Company specializing in performing the work of this section with minimum 5 years
experience.

1.06 MOCK-UP
A. Provide an in wall test panel before the start of the job, illustrating the quality of work.

B. Locate in wall tent panel where directed by the owner.
C. Mock-up may remain as part of the work.

1.07 DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND PROTECTION
A. Deliver materials required to clean, repair, stain and seal in manufacturer's unopened containers.

1.08 PROJECT CONDITIONS
A. Perform work only when climatic conditions are within the ranges required.

B. Submit a written warranty executed by the masonry tinting manufacturer stating that the quality of workman-
ship and materials used in connection with the restoration process will be satisfactory with the owner for a
period of not less than 25 years from date of substantial completion.

C. If during this 25 year period the Owner is not satisfied with the work by reason of the failure of tint
applicator's workmanship or manufacturer's materials, then, within 30 days of written notice of dissatisfaction,
applicator/manufacturer will respond with a recommended corrective action for approval at no cost to the
owner.

D. This warranty and guarantee shall be binding on the tint manufacturer and applicator and their successors
and assigns.
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
